Through the eyes of an archaeologist, discover artefacts once concealed in the tombs, including a golden 
chest that held King Philip II of Macedon's remains and burial items, including his shield and breastplate, which are 
encrusted with gold and precious materials. Step deeper into the ancient world at the Polycentric Museum of Aigai, which 
expertly recounts Macedonia’s history and culture.
